BE STILL AND KNOW THAT I AM GOD

“Go outside and stand on the mountain before the
Lord; the Lord will be passing by.” . . . “after the first there was
a tiny whispering sound.  When he heard this Elijah hid his
face in his cloak and went and stood at the entrance of the
cave” . . .”Lord if it is you, command me to come to you on the
water.”  He said, “Come”.

Most people spend some time in their search for God.
Many of us expect to find Him at certain times or in certain
places.  I say my morning and night prayers and acknowledge
the presence of the Lord.  I go to church and attend Mass with
devotion, and God speaks to me and feeds me in the Eucharist.
Sometimes I find the Lord in the beauty of a sunset, while
watching the waves break upon the sand, or in a warm family
reunion.

I am like Elijah today seeking shelter in the Lord, but
perhaps I do not know where to find Him.  In our busy world,
it might be difficult to discern Him in the wind, the earthquake
or fires which surround us, because the conditions are not
right.  With the psalmist I need to listen, to “be still and know
that I am God.”  I will hear His voice in the gentle breeze, the
“tiny whispering sound.”

I am like the Apostles in the boat, being tossed about,
sometimes disoriented, sometimes frightened.  The words of
Jesus, like those of our late Holy Father John Paul II “take
courage, it is I; do not be afraid” are a source of comfort,
allowing me to rest in the Lord.

As we seek the Lord, where he can be found, make
sure the atmosphere and conditions are proper, so that we
can recognize Him.

Question:  In what place, or in what moment, do I
most easily discover the gentle presence of God?

THE SUMMER IS A GOOD TIME TO REVIEW:
THE HOLY DAYS OF OBLIGATION

Solemnity of Mary, January 1st
This Feast, closely connected to the Feast of Christmas,

is the most important and oldest of the
major feasts of Mary.   Mary, Mother of
God, became a universal feast in 1931.
After Vatican II, it was placed on January
1 in 1969.  At a conference, the U.S. Biships
decided with Vatican approval given July

4, 1992, that when the solemnities of Mary, the Mother of
God (January 1), the Assumption (August 15) or All Saints
(November 1) fall on a Saturday or Monday, it is not an
obligation to attend Mass for these Feasts.

Ascension of Christ,
40 days after Easter

This Feast is celebrated the fortieth
day after Easter Sunday and commemorates
the elevation of Jesus into Heaven by His
own power inthe presence of His Disciples.

Assumption of the Blessed Mother, August 15
This is the principal Feast of Mary.  It has a double

purpose: first, the departure of Mary from this life; and
second, the assumption of her body into Heaven.  The
obligation to attend Mass drops if this Feast falls on a
Saturday or a Monday.

All Saints• Day, November 1
This Feast honors all the Saints, known and unknown.

This Feast was first celebrated on May 13, 610, when Pope
Boniface IV proclaimed the day Feast of All Holy Martyrs
in Rome.  The intent was to honor all martyrs who were not
included in local records.  In 835, Pope Gregory IV changed
the date and name to November 1 and Feast of All Saints.  A
fall date allowed people to celebrate with food from the
fall harvest.  The obligation to attend Mass drops if this
Feast falls on a Saturday or a Monday.

Immaculate Conception, December 8
The Immaculate Conception of Mary, the Mother of

Jesus, is the belief that God preserved Mary from any
inclination to sin; the inheritance or original sin passed on
to all mankind from Adam and Eve.  This Feast of the
Conception of Mary appeared in the Roman calendar in 1476.
After the dogmatic definition by Pope Pius IX in 1854, it
became the Feast of the Immaculate Conception.  It is always
obligatory to attend Mass on this Solemnity.

Christmas, December 25
This Feast, one of the two major Feasts

of the liturgical year, celebrates the birth
of Jesus.  It is always obligatory to attend
Mass on this Solemnity.

Don’t Catholics Already Celebrate the Eucharist
Every Time They Go to Mass?

Indeed we do!  For at every Mass we are
witnesses to a miracle.  The Eucharist is not a symbol of
our Lord; the bread and wine actually become the Body,
Blood, Soul, and Divinity of Christ.  At the altar, He truly
comes to us, again and again, in His real presence.

Christ Himself instituted the Eucharist at the Last
Supper as a “memorial of His Death and Resurrection; a
Sacrament of love, a sign of unity, a bond of charity, a
paschal banquet in which Christ is consumed, the mind
is filled with grace, and a pledge of future glory is given to
us” (Sacrsosanctum Concilium).

The Eucharist calls us to memorialize Christ’s
Passion and Death on the Cross, the sacrifice in which
He won for us - our salvation and eternity with the Father.
It is also a tremendous sign of our unity as believers,  We
call it Communion because when we approach the altar,
we are acknowledging our unity with Christ, His Church,
and one another.

“The culmination of the Mass is not the
consecration, but communion...”

St. Maximilian Kolbe

Yet these words can only partially express a
mystery that is beyond words: “If you understood Him, it
would not be God,” writes St. Augustine.  So, too, with
the Eucharist.  Through the Year of the Eucharist, the
Church calls us to plumb this mystery more and more
deeply -- not just when we come together for the Mass,
but in every situation of life.

The Church asks all of us to examine our
consciences to make sure we are truly prepared to receive
Jesus:

� Are we in a “state of grace” that is, not aware of
any unconfessed grave sin?  If not, then we should
celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation first.

� Have we observed the one-hour fast from food
and drink (except for water and medicine) before receiving
our Lord?

� Do we believe in the Real Presence; do we
believe that Christ is present, Body and Blood, Soul and
Divinity?

� Are we faithful to the moral teachings of the
Church in our personal and public lives?
